The Holy Scriptures Luke 18:9-17

? Jesus told this parable to certain people who had
convinced themselves that they were righteous and
who looked on everyone else with disgust: '*“Two
people went up to the temple to pray. One was a
Pharisee and the other a tax collector. ' The Pharisee
stood and prayed about himself with these words,
‘God, I thank you that I’'m not like everyone else—
crooks, evildoers, adulterers—or even like this tax
collector. 21 fast twice a week. I give a tenth of
everything I receive.’ '* But the tax collector stood at
a distance. He wouldn’t even lift his eyes to look
toward heaven. Rather, he struck his chest and said,
‘God, show mercy to me, a sinner.’ 4T tell you, this
person went down to his home justified rather than
the Pharisee. All who lift themselves up will be
brought low, and those who make themselves low
will be lifted up.”

3 People were bringing babies to Jesus so that he
would bless them. When the disciples saw this, they
scolded them. ' Then Jesus called them to him and
said, “Allow the children to come to me. Don’t forbid
them, because God’s kingdom belongs to people like
these children. "1 assure you that whoever doesn’t
welcome God’s kingdom like a child will never enter
it.”
